Progression Opportunities

immediately after the Introduction course, on the same day and at the same time. This is a one-year, part-time
accredited qualification and is a required foundation before progressing to professional practice training.

Successful completion of the Level 3 Certificate enables learners to apply for the SEG Level 4/5 Diploma
in Therapeutic Counselling, a two-year, part-time professional qualification.

Below is the full training pathway to assist you in planning your learning journey from the introduction level
through to the professional SEG Level 4 Diploma.
